Criteria

· Must have an approved research proposal

· Must have ethical clearance

· Master’s and Doctoral students must provide proof of recent attempts, successful or unsuccessful, to source funds from elsewhere

· Applicant may not simultaneously hold both a (staff) research grant and a postgraduate (student) research grant

· Applicant must declare all sources of funds and amounts allocated may be adjusted in light of other funds received

· The proposed project expenses must primarily be incurred within southern Africa and be essential to the research project.

· Proposed project expenses to be incurred outside southern Africa will be supported only under exceptional circumstances indicating that the primary outcome of the research is advancing knowledge in South Africa and was not undertaken for comparative convenience, and if justified with a strong motivation
Conditions

· Grants are not awarded retrospectively

· Will be paid into the student’s research (C) account, to be administered by the Research Office
· Awards are made for a specific project and may not be redirected towards another project 
· May be used to support research assistance (fieldworkers, specialists), running expenses (travel, subsistence, field work, operating costs) and publication expenses (editing, binding) as per criteria indicated in this policy, including  interlibrary loans, and travel and subsistence within southern Africa where such travel is essential to the research project
· May not be used to fund research conducted towards a degree at another institution
· May not be used for conference attendance, professional body and journal subscriptions, or for the purchase of equipment or books
· Applications for research assistantships will be considered only in exceptional circumstances, following full motivation
· A research report must be submitted by 30 November
· Grant expenditure will be reviewed in June and where a grant holder has spent less than 30% of the grant, the Research Committee may reduce the allocation, provided that the grant holder is given the opportunity to make representations as to why a reduction should not occur
· Unspent funds as at 31 December will be forfeited and will revert to the Institution
