	The purpose of this form is to give effect to the policy approved by Senate and Council at its meetings S683/11; R136/11; R150/11 & R163/11 respectively.

In accordance with the approved policy supervisors and promoters of successfully completed Research Master’s and Doctoral Degrees will be entitled to share in the approved reward and incentive scheme.

The Incentive Scheme is approved for a period of four years and will be revised in its final year, taking into account the impact of the scheme on the research output of the University and the improved productivity and academic stature of staff. The amount awarded in the various categories will also be revised after the initial term.

As described more fully in the policy statement, sharing in the scheme is subject to the following conditions:

· Supervisors and Promoters must be members of staff still in the employ of the University of Zululand (this scheme also applies to Research Fellows);

· The amount awarded to supervisors, promoters and departments must be used for research purposes (the promotion and development of research), mentorship and support of young researchers, research equipment and reading of papers at national and international conferences; 

· The Incentive part aims at incentivising staff and departments to focus on the quality of post-graduate output;

· In the case of research master’s degrees, at least one of the examiners of the dissertation must be a recognized scholar in the discipline from another university or external research agency;

· In the case of a doctoral degree, at least one of the examiners of the thesis must be a recognized scholar in the discipline from an international university or research entity;

· In the case of a doctoral degree, a research article prepared for publication in a SAPSE accredited journal with the doctoral student as author (or with the promoter as co-author) must be submitted with the thesis; and

· all amounts payable in terms of the scheme are subject to the policy guidelines of the University with regard to the maximum number of postgraduate students staff are allowed to supervise simultaneously.

The amounts payable in terms of the Incentive Scheme for 2011 – 2014 outputs is as follows:
